HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS WITH 2010 “STUDENT TELEVISION AWARDS FOR EXCELLENCE

(May 11, 2010)  – Officials from the National Academy of Television Arts & Sciences (NATAS), Mid-Atlantic Chapter, gathered with regional students and educators at WHYY in Philadelphia to announce the 2010 winners of the Mid-Atlantic Student Television Awards for Excellence in ceremonies on April 30.  Each year, the Student Awards for Excellence honor outstanding television journalism by high school students and serve to encourage and support high standards of journalism among regional students.  

Mid-Atlantic NATAS Board Member and Student TV Chair John Mussoni, of WHYY, presided over the festivities, which included remarks by Brad Nau, Comcast SportsNet; Anne Marie Green, CBS3/CW Philly, Megan Pinto, WHYY NewsWorks, and Aditi Roy, NBC10.  Students from nine regional High Schools were recognized as winners and honorable mention recipients in six award categories. 

The Jerry Trently Prize, which includes a $1000 award to the honored school’s television department, was awarded to Cedar Crest High School in Lebanon, PA, as winner of the 2010 Student Television News category.  First awarded in 2007, the prize honors the exemplary career of the late Jerry Trently by supporting TV programs for area youth and awarding the winning school $1000 for future television program or equipment needs.  Mr. Trently was a widely-respected broadcaster who earned many awards and the admiration of his peers during his 21 years at WHP–TV in Harrisburg working as a videographer and news director.
