Standard Rules and Regulations

> PURPOSE:  Chapters are encouraged to recognize outstanding student achievements in television by > conferring annual awards of merit in the Chapter’s designated award region.  >  The presentation of these awards is intended to be an incentive for the > continued pursuit of excellence by those studying the television industry and multi-media journalism and to focus public attention on outstanding > cultural, educational, technological, entertainment, news and informational > achievements in television by undergraduate college students.  

ELIGIBILITY:  Programs or program segments conceived, produced and executed by students at a university, college or technical/vocational school within the Chapter’s designated award area are eligible for student award consideration.  
Returning students who previously worked as professionals are not eligible. No professional services may have been employed in the production of the entry.  Faculty involvement can only be advisory. 

Students may enter work that was produced as a class assignment, extra-curricular assignment or in conjunction with their academic experience.  

Students who perform professional work may enter their work in our professional awards competition, provided they meet all eligibility requirements. 

No entry may be > submitted to more than one Chapter’s awards. The entry does not need to have been broadcast, cablecast or webcast to be eligible.

JUDGING AND EVALUATION:  Judging programs or segment entries are on a scale of 1 to 10 on each of three criteria: Content, Creativity and Execution for program entries (maximum 30 points).   Judging panels are to be made up of professional peer judges. Judges have the option of including constructive comments or feedback, to be returned to the student’s faculty advisor. 
FEES:  There is a $30 administrative fee for processing each entry.  Checks can be made payable to “NATAS Mid-Atlantic”. 
SUBMITTING ENTRIES:

The deadline for entries is Friday, April 15, 2011.   Any student material from March 1, 2010 through March 15, 2011 is eligible to be submitted.

AWARDS:

The Student Production Awards will be presented as part of the 29th Annual Mid-Atlantic Emmy® Awards in Philadelphia on Saturday, September 17, 2011.    All students listed on the entry form will be honored with a gold embossed Academy certificate.  The winning school will receive an engraved crystal pillar for their accomplishment.   Additional crystal pillars are available for purchase.
ENTRY SUBMISSIONS:  The school where the work was produced must submit each entry and the faculty advisor submitting the entry must sign the entry form. There is no limit to the number of entries a school may submit.

Entries in English will be judged by English-speaking professionals.  Entries in Spanish will be judged by Spanish-speaking professionals.   Entries in other languages may be entered.  Judging of these entries is subject to the availability of qualified judges who speak the language of the entry.  We recommend that entrants in languages other than English or Spanish submit an English-language translation of the narration track.

Entries will be accepted only as DVD video [image: image1.jpg][Er——



. The readability of the DVD is the responsibility of the entrant. DVDs that cannot be “read” cannot be judged and processing fees will not be refunded.  We recommend that you also print a copy of the entry form for your own records.

DVD Entries must be finalized and “compatibility tested” on a different DVD player that the one used to burn the entry. Brand-name disks are recommended.
Printed DVD labels (paper labels) are not suggested; instead, use a permanent marker or Sharpie to legibly PRINT on the disk: The title of the entry, the category number, school, the main entrant's name and the running time.  Ink jet or laser printing applied directly to the DVD face is acceptable. Use a clear sleeve or clear DVD plastic case, square shaped is best.
Only one entry per DVD.
ORIGINAL MATERIAL
At least two-thirds of an entry must consist of original material, unless previously produced material has been given some unique and creative treatment. Entrants must specifically identify and give credit to all non-original material included in the entry. This includes music use.  
USE OF EMMY® MARK
College and university students may refer to the fact that they are recipients of a NATAS Student Achievement Award, but may not use the Emmy® name or replica of the Emmy® figure in any form of commercial advertising or promotion. 
HIGH SCHOOL ENTRIES: Work performed by high school students is

accepted and considered under the rules and regulations of the Regional Student Television Awards of Excellence. 
COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY STUDENT PRODUCTION CATEGORIES
A crystal pillar is awarded in this area for excellence in a program or segment produced and executed by students at a university, college or technical/vocational school during the eligibility year.  Entry must be validated by a professor/teacher.  Students responsible for the production, as specified in writing by the school, will each receive an Emmy® certificate. 
College/University Student Production Sub-Categories

71. Newscast 
For outstanding achievement in a regularly scheduled newscast.   Post edits are not permitted except for the removal of breaks. Entry will be judged on overall content, presentation, enterprise, writing, format, teases, etc.  Time Limit:  30 minutes

72.  News:  General Assignment 
For outstanding reporting achievement in a regularly scheduled presentation of timely news, information and current events. Entries may contain spot news coverage, investigations and feature stories on any newsworthy subject. Coverage of controversial issues is welcome. Entries will be judged on the basis of editorial content and pictorial coverage, which demonstrates awareness of broadcast journalistic standards including accuracy and fairness.  Judges will particularly look for well-organized material paying close attention to clearly written narration and appropriate sound bites. Preference will be given to individual pieces demonstrating reporting and field production.  In-studio set-up or anchor link work will not be considered as an asset unless it materially contributes to the editorial content of the individual report. Time Limit:  10 minutes


73.  Arts and Entertainment/Cultural Affairs 

For outstanding reporting achievement in a regularly scheduled presentation of content with cultural or artistic significance.  Time Limit:  No more than 10 minutes. Or an individual may enter a compilation of his/her work in this category consisting of up to three unedited pieces totaling 10 minutes in length. 

74.  Sports
For outstanding achievement in a regularly scheduled or special presentation of sports news and information. In-studio set-up or anchor link work will not be considered as an asset unless it materially contributes to the editorial content of the presentation. Judges will particularly look for well-organized material, paying close attention to clearly written narration and appropriate sound bites. Time Limit:  No more than three minutes. Or an individual may enter a compilation of his/her work in this category consisting of up to three unedited pieces totaling 10 minutes in length.  
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
